Dowland, an English composer (1562-1626). The poem is by Ben Jonson (1573-1637) one of the greatest Eng-

lish dramatists of his time and an intimate friend of William Shakespeare.

True sincerity, simplicity of style, and a good command of pianissimo are required. If rendered in the prop-
er manner it is one of the most effective concert songs. Unfortunately it has been modernized in several ed-
itions almost to the point of making it an insipid ballad. In this arrangement by Arnold Dolmetsch the orig-
inal quaintness of the setting has been preserved.
