If you don’t
have a ride bell, play the bell of the hi-hat, and find the right amount of applied foot pressure to create a not-so-
choked, but nice, smooth bell sound. If you don’t have a hi-hat, what kind of drumset are you playing? Have fun
with the fills at the end of each system, but don’t overplay them.
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
