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Writing the score for Elf has been a joy and
an honor. The wonderful thing about Buddy's
journey is the way music brings people together.

One of the first musical numbers we wrote for the
show was “A Christmas Song! It's Buddy's song,
so we wanted to keep it simple and full of hope.
Buddy gets thrust into a strange and complicated
world, yet he never loses his faith in the power of
Christmas. By the end of the show (spoiler alert!)
he manages to convince all of New York that
singing is “like magic when things go wrong”

Buddy might be full of a lot of crazy ideas, but he
knows that “the best way to spread Christmas
cheer is singing loud for all to hear” We couldn’t
agree more, and we hope you do, too.
